Household Isolation

Rules have now been relaxed regarding the isolation of
contacts of people who test positive for Covid-19. However,
we would still strongly recommended that if anyone in your
household tests positive for Covid-19 that the entire
household takes precautionary PCR tests- this includes
children. Once a negative test is received children should
then return to school. Remember that we provide remote
learning via Microsoft Teams for any child who is absent or
isolating due to Covid-19. A flow chart has been attached to
this newsletter to support with the new self-isolation
guidance.
