Covid-19 Testing at Home

Rapid lateral flow tests are available for free to all families and
households with primary, secondary school and college aged
children and young people, including childcare and support
bubbles. You can find out more about how to get these tests at the

Your child DOES NOT need to take a test to attend
school.

If your child tests positive
on a lateral flow test then
you must inform the
school immediately and |
book a confirmatory PCR
test.

Please do not use a lateral flow test to determine whether or not
your child is ok to come to school. If your child has symptoms of
Covid-19 then they MUST NOT attend school until they have
undertaken a PCR test to determine whether or not they have the
virus.
